MONTHLY INFORMATION CORNER 
This month we will review Camping Procedures.  Camping season usually starts early spring thru 

Sept depending on the weather.  

Camping spots are designated by placement of a picnic table and fire ring. There are sites on the 

Main lake, Horseshoe lake, and West lake. The main peninsula is designated as tent camping only.  

 

Steps:  

1. Pick out your campsite, setup and then proceed to the Camping/Information Center .  

2. Fill out the camping registration form. One copy is placed in mailbox, and one copy must be at-

tached to your tent or camper.   

3. Our Caretaker will review registrations, stop by your site and ensure you have your registration 

displayed, and you are set.   

4. You must review and follow all club rules and there is a section that deals specifically to Camp-

ing. Those rules cover how long you can camp, movement of campsites, quiet times,  Appear-

ance of campsites, Guests, etc.  

5. Rules are in place for a reason so that all of our members have a safe and enjoyable camping 

experience.  

6. Our club security reps will be on patrol to ensure that club rules are followed and to stop by to 

say “Hi” and introduce themselves.   

7. We are all volunteers and our mission is to protect the club, and make sure all our members 

have a safe and fun time at the RICC.  

8. As always please leave the club in better shape than when your arrived. This included cleaning 

up after yourself, and using the proper trash receptacles.
